Thoughts from St Jamesõ 

 

The Easter Sepulchre 

 

 In the Middle Ages, many village churches were highly 

decorated.  Painted walls, stone and wood carvings and stained 

glass were, however, not just decorations but served as visible 

teaching methods to a largely illiterate congregation.  Impor-

tant services were also embellished by a liturgy which, through dramatic pres-

entation, brought alive the teachings of the Church. 

 Although much of this was swept aside by the Reformation, the Church 

of England has evolved into a broad based Church, capable of embracing a 

wide range of practices from Puritan to Anglo-Catholic and, even where 

much physical evidence has been destroyed, there are still relics to be found 

in some of our churches.  One such is the Easter Sepulchre, of which exam-

ples exist in Northwold and East Harling to mention but two surviving local 

ones. 

 Built into the form of service for Good Friday, the Easter Sepulchre 

varied from a simple niche in the wall of the church, invariably on the north 

side near the altar, to elaborate wooden structures set up on the flat tops of 

tombs.  Some of the latter were a form of chest which could be closed once 

the Host had been deposited in it.  This would happen on Good Friday, when 

the clergy would place a cross and a consecrated host in the Sepulchre, to rep-

resent the laying of the body of Christ in the tomb.  Candles would be lit in 

front of the tomb and priests would watch at the Sepulchre until Easter morn-

ing. 

 On Easter morning, to symbolise the Resurrection of Christ, the Sepul-

chre would be opened up and the cross and the Sacrament removed with great 

rejoicing and carried in procession around the church before being laid, with 

great ceremony and much wafting of incense, on the altar. 

 It was this ceremony which saw, also, the very beginnings of English 

drama, for, in order to drive home the Easter message, visually if not linguis-

tically, a short dramatised version of the women visiting the tomb and asked 

by the angel, óWhom do you seek?ô would be played out by priests, in Latin, 

of course!  In this ritual, imported from the Continent, the emphasis was on 

the linens left in the tomb by the risen Lord.  These would be displayed and 

carried to, and laid on, the altar, again with much joy, singing and incense. 

 If you have not seen the Northwold Easter Sepulchre, there is an oppor-

tunity not only to view this ancient structure, but to experience its use in what 

should be a moving Anglican service of Vigil on Easter Even at 9.00 p.m.
