By February, most of our resident birds have started singing. | will now introduce
you to the songs of some of our most familiar birds. We will begin with the Robin.
The Robin is moreorless the only bird that sings all year. It has a wistful, melodic
song. They are even known to sing at night, when they sing under the artificial
light of streetlights (this often accounts for people claiming they have heard Night-
ingales singing in towns at night!)

Another beautiful songster is the blackbird. Blackbirds romantically enough usu-
ally start singing on or around Valentines Day. Their song is a fluty, melodic whis-
tle, which is a familiar sound to most of us (even if we are not sure what it is!) It
can be heard from as early as 4am on light mornings when the days get longer.
