News from  

St Jamesõ 
 

Labourers for the Harvest 
 

 

 In the Gospel for the Fifth Sunday after Trinity, this year on 4 July, we 

read how Jesus appointed seventy men and sent them out in twos ahead of 

him to all the places where he intended to go, saying to them words with 

which many of us will sympathise in todayôs world: óthe harvest is great but 

the workers are few.ô  He told them to take nothing with them and warned 

them against being distracted on the road.  They were to go into a town and 

take whatever was offered them by way of food and drink, healing the sick 

and reminding the people that the kingdom of God was near.  If they found 

that the people of the town did not welcome them, they were to wipe the dust 

from their feet and depart with the same warning about the kingdom of God 

being near.  For those who rejected the missionaries, Christ foretells the terri-

ble doom of banishment to hell, for óhe who sets no value on you, sets no 

value on me.ô 

 Having warned those who reject the Christian message, Christ then 

warns the Seventy, who return with joy, exulting in their newly-given power 

to cast out demons.  óBe careful not to fall into the pride which led to Satanôs 

downfall,ô says Christ.  óI have given you these powers but do not rejoice that 

the spirits are subject to you.  That power is given unto you and does not 

spring from within yourselves.ô 

 Commenting on this passage, William Barclay reminds us that the 

number seventy was, to the Jews, symbolic.  In the Book of Numbers we read 

that it was the number of the elders who were chosen to help Moses with the 

task of leading and directing the people in the wilderness.  It was the number 

which composed the Sanhedrin and it was also, at that time, held to be the 

number of nations in the world, so that the mission looks forward to the 

Christian message being transmitted throughout the world and all mankind 

returning to worship the one, true God. 

 As for the warning against pride, the sin which led to the downfall of 

Satan and his followers, this illustrates the danger of putting ourselves first, 

ahead of God.  All that we have comes from him and if we have individual 

skills and powers they are the gift of God and not of our own creation.  When 

Sir James Simpson, whose discovery of chloroform did much to ease pain, 

was asked what he regarded as his greatest discovery, he replied, óThe fact 

that Jesus Christ is my Saviour.ô  Humility is the password to the presence of 

God.

REGISTER OF ELECTORS 
 The annual canvass for the Register of Electors begins at the end of Au-
gust, when a form and reply paid return envelope will be personally delivered to 
every property in West Norfolk.  Completion and return of the form is both obliga-
tory and important because the register is used not just for electoral purposes but 
also by many financial service providers dealing with, for example, mortgages, 
loans or new accounts.   Anyone whose name is not on the Register will not only 
be unable to vote at the coming Borough/Parish Council Elections but will also be 
likely to have problems using any service that involves a check of the Register. 
 The form is intended for the present occupiers of an address.  The name of 
anyone expected to be resident at the address on 15

th
 October and who is al-

ready 18, or will reach that age by 30
th
 November 2011, needs to be on the form 

and the names of anyone no longer at the address deleted. 
 Forms received by owners of properties which are either already empty or 
are expected to be so on 15

th
 October simply need the ñProperty empty on 15

th
 

Octoberò box ticking and returning.  This will avoid the issue of reminders.  The 
same applies to any received by households occupied solely by US citizens.  
They should tick the ñAll residents not entitled to voteò box, write ñUSAò beside it 
and return the form.   
 In the event of any queries when the form arrives, householders can tele-
phone 01553 616773 and any of the electoral staff will be glad to help. 
 
Early return of the form or, better still, confirmation by freephone, internet 
(if you have a Community Information Point in your village a terminal is 
available there) or SMS (details on the form) will avoid the need for remind-
ers and help to keep costs down.   

LOOKING FOR PART-TIME WORK? 
 Each year I have to prepare a new Register of Electors and may need peo-
ple to help with this as canvassers.  The work involves the delivery of forms to all 
addresses within a defined area and any follow-up action that proves necessary, 
including the issue of reminders and, as a last resort, at least three door-knocks.   
 The process begins at the end of August and runs until late October.  Can-
vassers are paid a set fee per property regardless of the number of visits re-
quired, plus mileage.  Payment is made at the end of November. 
 Opportunities will not be available in all parts of the Borough but if you are 
interested and are willing to travel I would be glad to hear from you. 
 Applications are invited from all parts of the community but I have a particu-
lar need for anyone able to speak an Eastern European language.
