November Gardening 
  

 November is a quiet month in the garden and mostly a time to catch up, clear 
up and weed. I find after being shut indoors in bad weather it is lovely to get outside 
into the garden on milder days and clear up. I always feel better after spending time 
in the garden.  
 We've all done it. Planted a tree, shrub or climbing plant somewhere in the 
garden, only to realise a later that it's in totally the wrong place!  Sometimes they 
have outgrown their space or donôt do very well in a particular spot. Perhaps they 
just donôt look quite right with their neighbours and you spot a far better place 
somewhere else, but moving plants isnôt like rearranging furniture. You need the 
right time and technique. Late autumn is a great time to move deciduous shrubs 
and trees (ones that lose their leaves). Follow these simple steps: 
 Prepare in Advance: 
Wherever possible, before lifting and moving, start by pruning back up to one-third 
to half of the stems and top growth ï this will reduce the stress on the plantôs roots 
and so aid more successful re-establishment. 
The day before moving, water the soil around the plant thoroughly. This will ensure 
the roots are fully charged with moisture and reduce stress. 
Have the new hole dug and ready, so you can transplant straight away. This should 
be the width of the expected root spread, plus an extra 30-45cm (12-18in). Fork 
over the bottom of the hole and add some bulky, well-rotted organic matter. 
 Time to move: 
When you're ready to move the plant, dig up as big a rootball as possible that you ï 
or you and a friend or two ï can safely lift and move. Ideally, this should be as wide 
as the spread of the branches. Cut through thicker roots and once youôre down 
about 45cm, start to undercut the rootball deeply, chopping with a spade. 
Once the shrub comes free, drag the rootball onto sacking or tarpaulin sheet and 
carry it to its new planting site between two people. 
Replant in the prepared hole. Sprinkle the roots with mycorrhiza fungi and add 
more organic material to the excavated soil, so that the rootball sits at the same 
level as it was originally, and is covered with no more than an inch or so of soil. 
Firm the soil around the rootball as you fill in the hole. 
Finally, water in well after moving and for the first year during prolonged dry peri-
ods, and mulch the soil to retain soil moisture. Tall shrubs and trees may well need 
staking to help keep the roots secure while the plant is re-establishing. 
 Top Tips for November: 
Prune rose bushes by half to prevent damage from wind rock 
Net Brassicas and Gooseberries to prevent damage from birds 
Clean slippery paths and driveways 
Prune apple and pear trees. (donôt prune stone fruit) 
Place grease bands around fruit trees to protect them from winter moths. 
Raise plant pots onto pot feet to prevent water logging. 
Plant tulip bulbs. 
 If you are planning on having a bonfire check carefully before they are lit for 
sheltering and hibernating animals, such as hedgehogs, toads and frogs. 
Whatever November brings, I hope you are able to enjoy some time in your garden.

RecipeïMoroccan Vegetable Soup 
 
A great winter-time vegetable soup, featuring seasonal vegetablesð
carrot, parsnip and pumpkinðas the stars of the show. Great for those 
chilly evenings, and the leftovers make a fantastic lunch. 
 
Ingredients 
2 tablespoons olive oil 
1 onion, chopped 
1 cup peeled, chopped carrots 
1 cup peeled, chopped parsnips 
1 cup peeled, chopped pumpkin 
1 litre vegetable stock 
1 teaspoon lemon juice 
 salt to taste 
ground black pepper to taste 
1/2 teaspoon dried coriander 
2 teaspoons olive oil (optional) 
1 clove garlic, minced (optional) 
3 tablespoons chopped fresh parsley (optional) 
1/8 teaspoon paprika (optional) 
 
Method 
Heat 2 tablespoons olive oil in a large pot. Stir in onions; cook and stir 
until the onion has softened and turned translucent, about 5 minutes. Add 
carrots and parsnips and pumpkin. Cover and cook until vegetables have 
softened slightly, about 5 minutes. 
Stir in the stock. Bring to a simmer and reduce heat to low. Cover and let 
simmer until vegetables are tender, about 40 minutes. Add lemon juice, 
salt, pepper, and coriander. Taste and adjust seasonings, if necessary. Re-
move from heat and allow to cool. 
Ladle soup in batches into a food processor and blend until smooth. If the 
soup is too thick, thin with additional stock. Return pureed soup to the pot 
and heat through. 
To make the garnish, heat olive oil in a small skillet. Cook garlic and 
parsley over low heat 1 to 2 minutes. Stir in paprika. Swirl a half teaspoon 
of garnish on each serving of soup.

The Little Trapeze Artists of RSPB Lakenheath Fen 
 
One of the most sought after bird species here at RSPB Lakenheath Fen is 
the charming and striking bearded tit.  These little reedbed dwelling birds are 
similar in size to the great tits that regularly visit gardens. However they have 
a longer tail than our more familiar friends.  Males are brown with powder 
blue heads and a distinctive black moustache. Females are uniformly light 
brown and lack the maleôs blue head.  
 
The autumn and winter tends to be the best time of year to see these lovely 
little birds, as they start flocking up and feeding on the redheads. They have 
a very distinctive feeding strategy, as they hang off of the reeds like little tra-
peze artists. However, they can be very difficult to find unless you apply 
some good old fashioned field craft. I therefore thought I would dedicate the 
rest of this article to providing a few tips on how to see these little birds. 
 
One of the most important things to learn about bearded tits are their distinc-
tive ñpingingò calls, which always remind me of listening to an old fashioned 
pinball machine from an amusement arcade. As you almost always hear 
them before you see them, it is useful to learn this call if you can. Once you 
have learnt this call, you will find that you will notice bearded tits more often 
on the reserve.  
 
Another important thing to say about bearded tits is that they are very weath-
er dependent. They very rarely show themselves when it is wet and windy, 
as they tend to keep to the bottom of the reeds. Therefore, the best condi-
tions to look for our little trapeze artist friends are on sunny and still days. 
From personal experience, I have had better luck seeing these little birds in 
the mornings rather than the afternoons. However, this may well just be me! 
If you are not a morning person, it is still definitely worth coming looking for 
bearded tits at this time of year.  
 
If this article has inspired you to come looking for bearded tits on the reserve, 
the reserve is open at all times. The visitor centre and toilets are open daily 
9am-5pm, apart from during the Christmas period (please read Decemberôs 
article for our Christmas opening times). RSPB members visit for free. There 
is an entrance charge for non-members: Adults Ã3, Students Ã2, Children 
Ã1.50 (First child free per family group). Please ring 01842 863400 or e-mail 
lakenheath@rspb.org.uk; for more information.

The Loyal Company of Town Criers and 
other Town Crying Organisations through-
out the World are playing its part in Battleôs 
Over, an international commemoration 
marking 100 years since the guns fell silent 
at the end of World War I.  

 

Organised by Pageantmaster Bruno Peek 
LVO OBE OPR, Battleôs Over takes place on November 11th 2018, with 
events throughout the United Kingdom, Channel Islands, the Isle of Man, 
and at scores of locations overseas, including New Zealand, Ireland, Aus-
tralia, Bermuda, France, Belgium, Canada, the United States and Germa-
ny.  

It begins at 6am with over 1,000 lone pipers playing Battleôs Oôer, a tradi-
tional Scottish air played after a battle, outside cathedrals and other indi-
vidual locations throughout the country and overseas, following which a 
specially written tribute will be read out. At 6.55pm buglers will sound the 
Last Post at more than 1,000 locations, where at 7pm WW1 Beacons of 
Light will be lit in a tribute signifying the light of peace that emerged from 
the darkness of four years of war.  

Then at 7.05pm over 1,000 churches and cathedrals will ring their bells as 
part of Ringing Out for Peace organised in association with the Central 
Council of Church Bell Ringers, which represents 65 societies of ringers 
from the British Isles and overseas. Also at 7.05, more than 140 town cri-
ers will perform a specially written ñCry for Peace Around the Worldò, the 
first of them in New Zealand and then across the globe through the various 
time zones. This cry was written by myself and I am proud for it to be 
used in this event by my friends and colleagues throughout the World.  

I will be performing the ñCry for Peace Around the Worldò at 7.05pm at 
St Maryôs Church in Weeting on November 11th 2018 where there will be 
hundreds of knitted poppies on display made by some of the villagers to 

commemorate this special occasion

Harrisons: From the Farms of Hockwold to the 
WW1 Trenches 

 
 Call-up for soldiers, or as it was known ñCalled to the coloursò affected many 
families in the village, with some of their loved ones never returning home as can be seen 
on the War Memorial in St James Churchyard. 
 The following shows the effect of WW1 on just one village family, the Harrisons.   
Granger Harrison was a shopkeeper / small holder, then farmer at Clouds Farm in Hock-
wold Fen. Between 1876 and 1907 he fathered seventeen children with eight of his sons 
being within the age band for WW1 call up. Four of these sons and one Grandson went 
on to serve in the army during World War 1 as follows. 
 

Zachariah, born in 1882 at North Street in Hockwold, enlisted in the 
Suffolk Regiment at the age of 34 in 1916. He served on the Western 
Front and was killed in action during the 1st Battle of Arras at Wancourt 
on 28th March 1918 at the age of 36. His body was never recovered.  
 
Ernest, born in 1887 at North Street was a farmer living at Ferry House 
with his wife and three children, all under the age of ten. He was called 
up in 1917 aged 30 joining the Sussex regiment and as a result had to 
sell sell his crops and livestock. He served in France and Germany and 
was demobbed in 1919. He returned to Hockwold where he remained 
for the rest of his life as farmer at Reeves Lane. 
 
Roger, born 1896 at Back Street, Hockwold. It is likely that he would 
have enlisted at around the age of 20. It is known that he served part of 
his time in the army in India. He survived the war returning to Hock-
wold and eventually had a farm in Methwold. Further research is re-
quired to establish full details of his service. 
 
Edgar, born 1897 at Back Street, Hockwold, enlisted in 1917 at the age 
of 20 with the Lancashire Fusiliers. He served on the Western Front, 
was wounded twice and taken as a Prisoner of War at Harcourt late 
March 1918. He was imprisoned at Gustrow POW camp during which 
time he was flogged. He was released at the end of the war landing in 
Dover on 22nd November 1918 and later emigrating to Canada. 
 
The youngest to serve was Albert, nephew to above, son of their older 

brother William. Albert was born at Wilton Street in Q2 1899, the actu-

al date of enlistment is not known but likely to have been soon after his 

18th birthday. He served with the Bedford Regiment and was killed in 

action at the age of 18 İ at Thilloy on 27th August 1918. His body was 

never recovered.
